Guide for foreign exchange students to take drivers ed
and to get a drivers license in Pleasanton, TX.

1. Go to Mr. Klett (Physics Teacher) and ask him if there is a place for you in driver’s ed. You can either take it at 7 a.m. or after school at 4.p.m. It will be about half an hour every day for one month for the classroom phase.
There are 2 courses in the year:

· begins in October and lasts until the beginning of November

· takes place in February

I advise you to take the first course because it takes 6 months until you will receive your drivers license, that means you can normally get it in April of the following year if you took the October course. At that time you will normally still be in the USA and be able to get it.


2. Mr. Klett will give you a white form that you have to fill out ( he will help you). Do not sign it yet. You need to go to a notarizer (there is one at the secretary of  the high school or at the bank) with your host parents and sign it there.

3. Social Security number:
Since you are not an U.S. citizen you won’t be able to get a social security number. You need to go to the Office at school and ask the secretary to print you a paper that says that you are enrolled in school and that you are a foreign exchange student. Ask the principal to sign or stamp the paper to make it look more official.

4. With the paper from school and your passport, you need to go to the social security administration center in San Antonio. Ask them to hand you a stamped paper that says that they were not be able to give you a social security number because you are not a citizen. 

5. Now show the paper that says that you don’t need a Social Security number and the notarized white form to Mr. Klett. He will hand you a green form that he should have filled out yet and you just need to sign it.
6. When you fell ready to take the written exam (it will be one out of the first 5 tests that you studied in class), go to the Department of Public Safety and do not forget to take with you:

· the notarized white form

· the paper that says that you don’t need a social security number

· the green form

· your Passport, including:

· the small white card that you had to fill out before you went through the customs at the airport; it should be stapled in your passport
· the bunch of papers for the J1 visa that you had to fill out to get your visa in your home country and that the embassy in your home country sent home to you with your passport including the visa; those might not be stapled in because they were to thick or someone at the customs took them out. 
7. Pass your written exam and your driving with the instructor and wait for April to get your final Texan drivers license. Your home country might accept it as a license or at least it will be cheaper for you to get your home country drivers license.
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
